After exploring the canyon trails, admire the impressive multi-level waterfalls, enjoy a 
relaxing walk through the gorge, or grab a coffee or lunch at the modern canyon 
viewpoint cafe.

•Start Point: Metekhi Church

surprise in the heart of the city.
•Narikala Fortress via Cable Car
Ride the cable car from Rike Park to the top of Narikala Fortress. Take in sweeping views of 
the city, then explore the ancient ruins and the Mother of Georgia (Kartlis Deda) statue 
nearby.
•Colorful Balconies & Old Town Houses – Enjoy postcard views of traditional Georgian 
architecture hugging the cliffs and riverbanks.
•Stroll Along Shardeni Street
This lively pedestrian street is full of art galleries, cafes, wine bars, and local boutiques. 
Perfect for a relaxed walk or a coffee break.
•Bridge of Peace & Rike Park
Walk across this contemporary glass bridge that connects old and new Tbilisi.
•Boat tour on river Mtkvari - a boat ride offers a relaxing and scenic way to discover the 
capital’s blend of ancient charm and modern elegance.
